TALKING TO YOURSELF

Talking to yourself is not always crazy. In fact, quite often it is downright essen-

tial for mental health. Becoming fluent in positive, healthy, truthful, Scripture-

saturated internal dialogue should be a high priority for all of us. Talking to 

yourself is an important life-skill that requires practice, careful consideration, 

and perseverance. 

The New Testament exhorts us to òset our minds on things aboveó (Colossians 

3:2), to òthink aboutó things which are òtrueé noble é righté pureé love-

lyé admirableé excellent or praiseworthyó (Philippians 4:8), and to 

òconsideró certain truths about ourselves that we might not want to believe (see 

Romans 6:11). The Old Testament admonitions to meditate on Godõs word 

(e.g., Psalms 1:2) require far more moment-by-moment focus than just a daily 

reading of the Bible for a few minutes. 

At certain times (when wrestling with unrelenting pain, encountering persecu-

tion, struggling with doubt, or various other trials), the need for persistent inter-

nal dialogue rises to the level of urgent. We must win arguments with ourselves 

(Continued on page 2 ) 
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because the alternatives can spiral in terribly destruc-

tive directions. 

Recently, I found a helpful (and rather humorous) 

written out internal dialogue that C.S. Lewis penned. It 

is one of four òscrapsó found in God in the Dock, a 

collection of Lewisõ writings about theology and ethics. 

Apparently, this short paragraph appeared in a 

churchõs magazine. But one has to wonder if Lewis 

might have been experimenting with a form that could 

have expanded into a whole book full of such internal 

conversations. In some ways, the fuller work might 

have proven to be as helpful in handling internal strug-

gles as The Screwtape Letters (another Lewis work) 

has been for dealing with external attacks from our 

adversary. 

Have you ever found yourself in need of the kind of 

internal argument Lewis spells out here? 

ôYou are always dragging me down,õ said I to my 

Body. ôDragging you down!õ replied my Body. ôWell 

I like that! Who taught me to like tobacco and alco-

hol? You, of course, with your idiotic adolescent 

idea of being ògrown-upó. My palate loathed both 

at first: but you would have your way. Who put an 

end to all those angry and revengeful thoughts last 

night? Me, of course, by insisting on going to sleep. 

Who does his best to keep you from talking too 

much and eating too much by giving you dry 

throats and headaches and indigestion? Eh?õ ôAnd 

what about sex?õ said I. ôYes, what about it?õ retort-

ed the Body. ôIf you and your wretched imagination 

would leave me alone Iõd give you no trouble. 

Thatõs Soul all over; you give me orders and then 

blame me for carrying them out.õ 

Certainly the tone of these conversations will vary, de-

pending on temperament. But none of us is exempt 

from the need for some form of such exchanges. 

Of course, if you prefer to do this out loud, Iõd recom-

mend judicious care in choice of location.

Technology is amazing. You can take the same camera and get two totally 

different views just by using two different lenses. For example, when you 

put on the wide-angle lens, you can get a picture of an entire football field 

with that camera. When you change over to what is called a macro lens, 

which really magnifies things, you can fill that camera's view with one 

face in the stands. It's amazing to see how that camera can go from the 

big picture to the smallest details.  

 

Jesus says in Matthew 6:9-11, "This, then, is how you should pray: 'Our Father 

in heaven, hallowed be Your name, Your kingdom come, Your will be done on earth 

as it is in heaven. Give us today our daily bread.'" This is an excerpt from the 

Lord's Prayer and it is really like a camera with two lenses -- looking at 

our heavenly Father. Think about the word father and what that means to 

you. You might have had a bad father-experience growing up. When we 

think about God being our Father, we are thinking about the perfect fa-

ther.  

 

Look at God with the wide-angle lens focused on Him. He is in heaven and His name is to be revered, hallowed, 

and reverenced. We should be driven to our knees by who He is. He is the God who rules a hundred billion galax-

ies, and when we pray, we are in the throne room from which it is all governed. Prayer should never be boring, 

wimpy, or trivial again when we know Whom we are with.  

 

The Lord's Prayer says, "Your kingdom come, Your will be done on earth as it is in heaven."  Here is God's agenda on 

earth, His whole cosmic agenda, and the prayer is: "Lord, help me plug into Your cosmic agenda with my life. 

Your will that is done so awesomely in heaven, I want to do it on earth." We should pray with a sense of the big-

ness and the awesomeness of God.  

 

Then all of a sudden the Lord's Prayer switches lenses. "Give us today our daily bread." Jesus is telling us that we can 

come to this awesome Father with His incredible eternal plan and even ask Him about today's lunch. Talk about 

going from the wide-angle to the macro lens! We can aim all the power of heaven on a very real need on earth. 

Here is this hallowed Father in heaven, who is bringing in a great kingdom and has this tremendous eternal will, 

and we can talk to Him about our daily bread.  

 

Hebrews 4:16 encourages us to "approach the throne of grace with confidence, so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help 

us in our time of need." This is God through the macro lens. He is the God who cares about the details of your life. 

He cares about your bank account, about today's little need, about that hard phone call, and about the rent. He 

cares about the car, the trip, the repairs, the discomfort, and a million other details that make up our days.  

 

What a Father we have, and we can come right to Him with any prayer. What a miracle prayer is; it brings us into 
the presence and love of a God who is big enough to rule the universeé.
